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Jesus has over 200 names in the Bible and all of them give us
a better understanding of the Messiah. 

These names teach us that Jesus is strong, merciful, and loving.
Knowing more about Him will help us grow closer to Him and build a

stronger relationship with Him.

A metaphor is a figure of speech that is used to compare two things that aren't alike, but do have
something in common. For example, Jesus is the strongest stone. He is not an actual stone, but he

is strong like one. These metaphors through out the bible show us how He is our chief
cornerstone, and without Him, our world would crumble.  

Jesus has been referred to as a stone and a
rock many times in the Bible.

Peter is quoting God, telling us that Jesus is the stone that will never put us
to shame. Zion is a hill, a little mountain where Jerusalem was built. 

He is called "the rock that is higher than I." In other parts of the Bible,
he is called "the rock of the ages" and "the rock of my salvation."

"...a light for revelation to the Gentiles, and the glory of your
people Israel.”

How do we get to Jesus in Heaven one day? By following the light- believing
in Jesus. Jesus came as a light and left is with the light of His Word, and
some day we will see the full light of God. 

The Gentiles (the non jewish people in the Bible) were sitting in
darkness, because they did not know Jesus. Jesus is a light, giving them a
chance for redemption (forgiveness of sins).

Throughout the Bible, we read that there will
be no need for a sun in Heaven, because the

glory of God will be so bright!

Jesus provides us with safety, no matter where we are. When bad things
happen, it is good to pretend we are safe in Jesus's feathers. He will always
shield us from harm! 
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John 15:5
“I am the vine; you are the branches. If you remain in me and I in
you, you will bear much fruit; apart from me you can do nothing." 

It dies. If the branch stays on the vine, it keeps blooming.
This can be compared to our relationship with Jesus. In
order for a tree or plant to bloom, the branches and the
leaves must continue to grow and become stronger, just

like our bond with Jesus! 

Names for Jesus often have to do with nature. 

Jesus is the vine and we are the branches. He is the root- the source of all 
 light, and he is the vine in which Christians receive their spiritual
nourishment.
