0-12 Months:

 Brightly colored, multi-patterned toys
e Rattles that have soft grip balls on
one end
e Colorful teething rings
e Unbreakable mirrors
e Soft, easy-to-grab stacking blocks
e Activity gyms & playmats
e Jumpers
e Activity boards that do not have
small, removable pieces
e Soft, washable, colorful stuffed toys
with no hard pieces - eyes should be
sewed or embroidered
 Small, stuffed fabric or soft plastic
balls

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6- 7 years:
